WHAT IS A BOUNDARY MIC?

A flat style housing of a microphone 
coupled with a flat surface makes the 
pick-up area as large as that surface.
This has the effect of adding a natural
acoustic amplification of sounds 
entering the microphone.

The “boundary” is the flat area it’s
mounted on.  Sound coming from the 
non-mic side of the boundary, such as
under a table, are strongly attenuated.
